APPLEBY NEW FAIR ENCAMPMENT PROTOCOL
AIM: - To effectively manage encampments which occur immediately prior to and after New Fair  in a manner which is lawful and proportionate, taking into account the needs, rights and traditions of the Gypsies and Travellers involved as well as the concerns and rights of landowners and the local community.

1. BACKGROUND
This protocol sets out the policy for dealing with the unique circumstances presented by a very large influx of Gypsies and Travellers who wish to stay at many different locations but for a limited period of time.

Appleby New Fair is the largest gathering of Gypsies and Travellers in Europe dating back to the 1600’s. The week long event runs from the first Thursday in June (unless the first Thursday falls on the 1st of June). Recent New Fairs have attracted around 1400 caravans and horse drawn vehicles to the Appleby area.
It is recognised that a proportion of Gypsies and Travellers will move towards the Appleby area in the days and weeks prior to Appleby Fair. This is a traditional staged movement towards Appleby-in-Westmorland stopping each night to feed and water horses and there are a considerable number of identified stopping points which have been used by Gypsies and Travellers for many years. At the end of the Fair, the Gypsies and Travellers tend to disperse very quickly from the area of their own accord.
The Appleby New Fair Encampment Protocol acknowledges the measures identified in the Cumbria Joint Agency Protocol for responding to unauthorised Gypsy and Traveller Encampments, but recognises that the encampments that precede and follow Appleby New Fair are a separate entity as they are of short duration and the majority are in traditionally established locations.
It is sometimes the case that locations which would not normally be tolerated at other times when assessed against the Cumbria Joint Agency Protocol may be acceptable for limited, short term use during the lead up to and immediately following the Fair.  Nevertheless, certain locations eg school car parks and playing fields and the majority of public car parks will never be acceptable, and steps will be implemented to remove such encampments.

The Appleby New Fair Encampment Protocol (as opposed to the Cumbria Joint Agency Protocol) will be applied to any encampment clearly associated with the Fair. The Appleby New Fair Encampment Protocol will apply for the period commencing approximately 6 weeks prior to the start of the Fair until approximately one week after the Fair for encampments within the event footprint (see page 2). For 2012 this will be 28 April to 18 June inclusive.
At all other times, the Cumbria Joint Agency Protocol will apply.
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2. ROLES AND RESPONSIBILITIES

2.1 ROLE OF THE ENCAMPMENT PATROLS

The Encampment Patrols will carry out the day to day surveillance of all encampments at an operational level, dealing with any matters that arise in accordance with this Protocol. 
Encampment Patrols will:

· provide a High Visibility presence, reassurance and a regular point of contact to all communities temporary and permanent within the geographic area of application (see previous page) and have an awareness of the encampments therein

· carry out day to day management of encampments 

· where necessary Gypsies and Travellers will be reminded of expected standards of behaviour and any relevant terms of use of the land. 
(This may for example include reference to parking so as not to block access, provision and use of facilities, waste collection etc, supervision of children, keeping animals under control and not allowing them to stray on adjoining land etc

· enforce the Traffic Regulation Orders where signed

· respond as necessary and according to priority to requests for service from all communities in relation to any encampment.  Any subsequent action will be accordance with this Protocol

· pay particular regard to the Encampments listed in Section 4 of this Protocol to check the permitted areas and dates of allowed occupation are adhered to.  Any subsequent action will be determined by reference to this Protocol

· where considered necessary (eg if the encampment has given rise to complaint), conduct a  basic risk assessment of an encampment in accordance with Section 6  of this Protocol.  However, any potentially high risk encampments should be referred to the CAT team for assessment 

· liaise with the CAT Team / Silver Command as appropriate and as suggested within this Protocol

· Some encampments have previously experienced unauthorised grazing of horses on adjacent land. Appropriate action should be taken for the horses to be moved in the first instance along with the consideration of any offences of criminal damage. It is anticipated that owners are likely to comply rather than face prosecution.

2.2 ROLE OF THE COMBINED ACTION TEAM (CAT TEAM)

The Police and District Councils operate a Combined Action Team (CAT). CAT is available all year round as a strategic contact point for Parishes and landowners.  Work carried out throughout the year includes:

· work with Parish Council’s and local community groups within Eden to identify measures to reduce / resolve issues and concerns where encampments associated with the fair have significant impact 
· priority is given to those parishes identified in the MASCG Improvement Plan
· where appropriate, co-ordinate the provision and management of temporary stopping places in accordance with the wishes of the relevant Parish Council and having regard to this Encampment Protocol

During the lead up to the Fair CAT provides a daily operational service focussing on the following:
· conduct a strategic daily assessment of all encampments

· maintain a daily log of duty officers, detailing times and date of all encampment visits and assessments
· check adequacy and condition of any facilities provided on authorised / permitted sites
· the log will include the numbers of vehicles, caravans, and horse-drawn bow tops. It will include details of any amenities that are available and the suitability of that provision. Any evidence of damage, disorder or issues raised by local residents should be captured in brief as should any efforts made to redress any such circumstances 
· should the CAT Team receive information from the public, Encampment Patrols or other source that an encampment presents high risk, the risk assessment matrix (see Section 6) will be completed by CAT
· should the CAT Team consider that an encampment is unsuitable and the risk assessment matrix supports this decision the matter will be referred to the Event Silver Commander
· provide a contact point for support and guidance to Encampment Patrols

· provide a contact point for Parish Council representatives 
· actively seek information from Gypsies and Travellers to obtain their views and comments 
Eden CAT team will be operational from 28 May 2012
South Lakes CAT team will be available from 28 April 2012
2.3 THE MULTI-AGENCY STRATEGIC COORDINATING GROUP (MASCG)

The Multi-Agency Strategic Co-ordinating Group (MASCG) took on the role of co-ordination of the statutory and other agencies that are involved in the Appleby Fair from 1 July 2008. MASCG does not manage or organise the Fair, the Group was established to develop an operational plan to provide co-ordinated community leadership.
MASCG meets monthly to discuss matters raised by the various agency representatives that sit on the Group.  This includes the Police, Cumbria County Council, Eden District Council, South Lakeland District Council, Environment Agency RSPCA, North West, Ambulance Service, Fire & Recue Service, Cumbria Primary Care Trust, Highways Agency and Gypsy and Traveller representatives. Following each Fair, the Group produces an Evaluation Report and an Improvement Plan to prioritise and take forward matters identified for action by the various agencies.
Following the 2008 fair, a regulatory control framework was agreed by the Group which required the ‘core’ sites on and adjacent to Fair Hill on which the Fair takes place and also to land within a 1½ mile zone measured from Fair Hill to obtain planning permission and a caravan site licence.

Since the 2009 Fair, only those sites having the necessary planning consent and a site licence have been allowed to operate within this zone.  Anyone who allows use of their land for such purposes in contravention of the planning and site licence requirements may subsequently be prosecuted by Eden District Council. 

Seven sites are currently licensed for occupation during the Fair week only ie from 4am on the Thursday through to the following Thursday.  In an attempt  to reduce traffic congestion on the Thursday morning, several of the licensed sites will allow horse drawn bow tops only onto the site from late afternoon (after about 6pm) on the Wednesday.
It is not intended at this stage that the regulatory framework will normally apply to sites used prior to or during the Fair outside of the 1½ mile zone, however, any sites which are considered to be ‘unsuitable’ may be subject to the regulatory framework in the future.
2.3.1 EXEMPTIONS
A landowner of a holding of five acres or more may have up to 3 caravans for a maximum of 28 days in any 12 months without the need for planning permission or a site license.  Several of the licensed sites make use of  this exemption for site security purposes prior to the offical opening of the site.
3. ENCAMPMENT TYPES

For the purposes of this protocol, encampments are referred to by a number of terms which can be summarised as follows:

3.1 AUTHORISED ENCAMPMENTS – encampments which have a legal order or licence to exist.

3.2 PERMITTED ENCAMPMENTS – encampments which have no legal justification but have been deemed appropriate by MASCG. 
3.3 TOLERATED ENCAMPMENTS – encampments which are neither authorised nor permitted but are assessed as low or medium risk. (This includes many of the traditional roadside encampments).

3.4 UNSUITABLE ENCAMPMENTS – these are encampments categorised as high risk and highlighted for consideration for enforcement action.
4. SPECIFIC ENCAMPMENTS
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4.1 ENCAMPMENTS IN EDEN DISTRICT 
NOTE:  Please refer to the Appendix of this Protocol where a location / layout map of each encampment is provided highlighting defined areas.
4.1.1 ALSTON

Status – Private site

Dates – 10 days prior to Appleby fair to 1 day following the start (Monday 28 May - Fri 8 June 2012) and then from the Monday of the fair until 2 days after (Mon 11 June – Friday 15 June 2012).
Capacity – 30 units - caravans and bow tops 
Facilities – Toilets and Rubbish Collection
Notes – Site users must obtain permission of landowner prior to entering the site (Owner Mr R Makepeace, Black House Farm, Alston all dates at his discretion)

4.1.2 MELMERBY VILLAGE GREEN
Status – Permitted

Dates – three days prior to the Fair ie from 9am on the Monday 4 June to Thursday 7 June which is the first day of the Fair, and then from 9am the following Monday 11 June until 12 noon on the Thursday 14 June 
Capacity – 25 caravans and 25 bow tops
Facilities – Toilets, Refuse Collection, Water
Notes – Segregated areas for caravans, bow tops and horse grazing provided. Strictly no horse grazing allowed in the prohibited areas (the hay meadow).  No parking where the No Waiting signs are displayed.
4.1.3 SANDFORD ROAD END
Status – Permitted

Dates – No fixed dates for occupation. 

Capacity – 20 units – caravans and bow tops
Facilities – Rubbish Collection only
Notes – No vehicles or bow tops to be parked on the Sandford village side of the old Railway bridge. 
4.1.4 WARCOP

Status – Permitted

Dates – No fixed dates for occupation. Services are provided 1 day prior to Appleby fair and removed the following day.
Capacity – 20 - Bow tops only
Facilities – Toilets and Rubbish Collection 
Notes – Horse drawn bow tops only, no tethering of horses in the Children’s play area.

4.1.5 BELAH LAY-BY – BROUGH SOWERBY

Status – Permitted

Dates – No fixed dates for occupation. Services are provided 6 days prior to Appleby fair to 2 days after
Capacity – 15 units - caravans and bow tops
Facilities – Toilets and Rubbish Collection
Notes – 
4.1.6 SOULBY

Status – Permitted

Dates – 6 days prior to Appleby fair to 1 day after (10am Friday 1 June 2012 to Thursday 14 June 2012)
Capacity – 20 Bow tops and 6 caravans 
Facilities – Rubbish Collection only
Notes - Segregated areas for caravans, bow tops and horse grazing provided
4.1.7 JUBILEE LAY-BY – KIRKBY STEPHEN

Status – Permitted

Dates – No fixed dates for occupation. Services are provided 6 days prior to Appleby fair to 2 days after
Capacity – 5 units - caravans and bow tops
Facilities – Toilets and Rubbish Collection
Notes – 
4.1.8 WATERGATE COMMON

Status – Permitted

Dates – No fixed dates for occupation. Services are provided 8 days prior to Appleby fair and 2 days after
Capacity – 60 units - caravans and bow tops
Facilities – Toilets and Rubbish Collection
Notes – 
4.1.9 COTE MOOR, RAVENSTONEDALE
Status – Authorised by virtue of Section 23 Order under the Caravan Sites and Control of Development Act 1960 / Permitted from 3pm Sunday  3 June 2012.
Dates – Authorised for 10 days – 2 days prior to and 1 day following the Fair / Permitted from 3pm Sunday 3 June 2012 to Thursday 14 June.
Capacity – 150 -250 units - caravans and bow tops
Facilities – Toilets, Skips, Water
Notes - The Section 23 Order provides no powers to remove early arrivals, but anyone contravening the Order can be prosecuted and fined. 

Segregated areas for caravans and horse grazing provided

SITES NO LONGER AVAILABLE FOR USE IN EDEN DISTRICT
STAINMORE

Status – It is no longer considered to be cost effective to provide this site due to insufficient use in previous years.  This site will not be available for 2012. 

BROUGH TURNING CIRCLE

Status – Following a change of ownership, this site will not be available for 2012
SPACE NORTH WEST FIELD, BROUGH

Status – Due to a change in ownership of the land this site is no longer available for use.

This site will not be available for 2012.
4.2 ENCAMPMENTS IN SOUTH LAKELAND DISTRICT
4.2.1 RAWTHEY BRIDGE - SEDBERGH
Status – Permitted

Dates – Permitted from Monday 28 May 2012 up to and including the first day of the fair (7 June 2012). Permitted from Monday post fair weekend (11 June 2012) until the end of phase 3 (closing 12:00hrs Friday 15 June 2012).
Capacity – 10 units
Facilities – Toilets and Skips provided
Notes –  Post fair dates are to allow the reasonable departure from the fair extended stays to be subject of usual Joint Protocol.
4.2.2 SCROG BANK - SEDBERGH

Status – Permitted

Dates – Permitted from Monday 28 May 2012 up to and including the first day of the fair (7 June 2012). Permitted from Monday post fair weekend (11 June 2012) until the end of phase 3 (closing 12:00hrs Friday 15 June 2012).

Capacity – 65 + units
Facilities – Toilets and Skip provided
Notes – Post fair dates are to allow the reasonable departure from the fair extended stays to be subject of usual Joint Protocol
4.2.3 MIDDLETON COMMON

Status – Permitted / Authorised by virtue of Section 23 Order under the Caravan Sites and Control of Development Act 1960 

Dates – Authorised for 13 days – 3 days prior to and 3 days following the Fair / Permitted from Monday 28 May 2012 up to and including the first day of the fair (7 June 2012). Permitted from Monday post fair weekend (11 June 2012) for until the end of phase 3 (closing 12:00hrs Friday 15 June 2012).

Capacity – 15 units
Facilities – Toilets and skips provided
Notes - The Section 23 Order provides no powers to remove early arrivals, but anyone contravening the Order can be prosecuted and fined. Uneven ground with no hard standing. Difficult single track access to private dwelling at the end of the area
4.2.4 DEVIL’S BRIDGE – KIRKBY LONSDALE
Status – Permitted
Dates – Permitted from Monday 28 May 2012 up to and including the first day of the fair (7 June 2012). Permitted from Monday post fair weekend (11 June 2011) until the end of phase 3 (closing 12:00hrs Friday 15 June 2011).
Capacity – 20 units
Facilities – Toilets, skips provided. Water obtained from campsite.
Notes –  Post fair dates are to allow the reasonable departure from the fair extended stays to be subject of usual Joint Protocol
5. APPLEBY FAIR TRAFIC REGULATION ORDER
A Section 14 Road Traffic Regulation Act 1984 order (herein TRO) has been made which contains detailed schedules of all aspects of traffic management applicable to Appleby Fair.
The TRO includes as part of these Road Closures and areas of No Waiting. These restrictions are only enforceable where the relevant approved signs are displayed and within relevant decided operational dates surrounding the fair.

The purpose of these aspects of the TRO is to prevent encampments developing on the highway in these locations and to empower the agencies to take swift action to move such encampments. 
The Traffic Regulation Order in South Lakeland will be in place from 4 May 2012 (at the latest).
Please note that Bow Top horse drawn caravans can remain at rest anywhere deemed safe, including posted and signed areas. 

The MASCG policy is that signage is to be displayed only in locations which: -
a) Location which are unsuitable by their very nature eg. Narrow verges

b) Locations which are assessed as unsuitable by virtue of Risk assessment (see 6.1) 

c) Locations which have been reviewed post 2009 event and agreed by the MASCG to be unsuitable (Risk assessment criteria at 6.1 apply) 

d) To prevent occupation of permitted and authorised sites outside the relevant accepted dates and times

A summary of the main road closures and areas of no-waiting are as follows: -

5.1 APPLEBY 
Where no waiting signs are displayed on key routes into Appleby, no motorised vehicles are allowed to park.  This does not apply to horse drawn bowtops. 
5.2 A683 SEDBERGH TO CAUTLEY
No waiting restrictions will be in force from the northern Sedbergh 30 mile limit for approximately 3 miles until Knott House, Mackreth Hill, Cautley.

It includes closures of the lay-by at Mackreth Hill and of the lay-by Cross Hall and an access road to Burnt Mill. All of which are also subject of no-waiting restrictions.

5.3 A683 BARBON BRIDGE
The lay-by at Barbon Bridge is both closed and subject of no-waiting restriction. 

5.4 A683 DEVIL’S BRIDGE – KIRKBY LONSDALE
The loop road at Devil’s bridge is subject of no-waiting restriction outwith the permitted times and dates.

5.5 A683 INGMIRE HALL
No waiting restrictions are in place for a short distance of A683 at Ingmire Hall
5.6 PINFOLD BRIDGE - SEDBERGH
The lay-by at Pinfold Bridge, Sedbergh is both closed and subject of no-waiting restriction.
6. RISK ASSESSMENT

The risk assessment matrix at 6.1 on the following page provides a methodology to ensure as far as possible a consistent response to all encampments. It is not the intention, neither is it necessary to complete this risk assessment matrix for every encampment. The matrix provides a useful aid for the Encampment Patrols and CAT team staff when determining whether or not further action may be justified in relation to a particular encampment. The flow chart at 6.2 provides summary guidance to assist in deciding on the most appropriate course of action.
Each case will be considered on its merits by all agencies involved. In reaching any decision particular consideration should be given to:


· Wishes of the Landowner/Local Community – how do they wish the problem to be solved?  For example, accepting the difficulties involved in any eviction would they be happy for the police to provide extra re-assurance patrols in the area?
· Intentions of the Travellers involved – is it realistic to expect that the encampment will be short lived (ie only for a short time before Fair Hill is opened) or is it likely to be prolonged.

· Actual Need – are the Travellers actually causing significant disruption or engaging in significant criminal activity of a type that can be resolved by requiring them to move?
If no, is there actually any need or justification to move them?  For example, is the location a school playing field, etc or are there other particular reasons why it is inappropriate to allow them to remain in that location?  Is the proposed action reasonable in light of all the circumstances?
· Proportionality – are the likely consequences of any action and the tactics/resources that would be necessary to achieve it proportionate to the circumstances of the incursion giving rise to the need?

· Alternative sites – is there a suitable alternative site to direct people to when they are required to quit the land?
· Legislation – if an eviction is considered necessary what is the legislative basis for action?

· Is immediate action necessary?  it is anticipated that any necessary evictions are unlikely to require immediate action and a more controlled, safe and reasonable response may be to move people during the day.  This does not prevent, for example, forms being served at a reasonable hour during the evening, in anticipation of an operation the following day.
· Is it an encampment listed in this Protocol?  Where the encampment is listed at Section 4 of this Protocol and there is a specified date of occupation, any deviation form this date represents a breach of the Protocol and it will generally be appropriate to take the necessary action to remedy the situation. 
6.1 RISK ASSESSMENT MATRIX

Score each question: 1= Low Risk    2= Medium Risk    3= High Risk

· consider potential hazards – road safety, obstruction / danger from grazing horses etc

· wishes of the landowner

· safety of the Travellers
· likely impact on local community
· environmental issues
· evidence of disorder / confrontation
· legislative basis for action

Total Score:

5 – 8 Low Risk – continue to visit as part of normal Encampment / CAT  patrols

9 – 11 Medium Risk – continue to visit as part of normal Encampment / CAT  patrols
12 – 15 High Risk – see below
· Authorised encampments will not normally be risk assessed as they are low risk by definition.

· Permitted encampments operating within the pre-specified times, dates and designated areas will not normally be risk assessed, unless there is an obvious need to do so.

· Tolerated encampments will be within the low or medium risk range.
· Unsuitable encampments are those falling within the high risk range where further consideration is deemed necessary.
The decision to seek to remove Travellers who have entered onto land will not be taken as a routine response to reports of encampments and will be the exception rather than the norm. Where possible encampments will be managed in their current locations unless the risk assessment identifies serious concerns and the matter will be then referred to the Silver Commander.
6.2 ENCAMPMENT STRATEGY FLOW CHART

7. AGENCY POWERS 

Decisions to remove established encampments from unsuitable locations or decisions to remove encampments which are deemed unsuitable will be pre-approved by the event Silver Commander.

7.1 LOCAL AUTHORITY POWERS
7.1.1 SECTION 77 CRIMINAL JUSTICE AND PUBLIC ORDER ACT 1994 

77(1) If it appears to a local authority that persons are for the time being residing in a vehicle or vehicles within that authority's area-

(a) on any land forming part of a highway;
(b) on any other unoccupied land; OR
(c) on any occupied land without the consent of the occupier,

the authority may give a direction that those persons and any others with them are to leave the land and remove the vehicle or vehicles and any other property they have with them on the land.

7.2 POLICE POWERS
7.2.1 THE REMOVAL AND DISPOSAL OF VEHICLES REGULATIONS 1986 

Provides for the removal and disposal of broken down, illegally parked or abandoned vehicles under sections 3 and 4 of the Refuse Disposal (Amenity) Act 1978 and sections 99 and 101 of the Road Traffic Regulation Act 1984.
 

Regulation 3 empowers a constable to require the removal of certain vehicles from the road this applies to a vehicle which:

(a) has broken down, or been permitted to remain at rest, on a road in such a position, condition or circumstances as to cause obstruction to persons using the road or as to be likely to cause danger to them, or
(b) has been permitted to remain at rest or has broken down and remained at rest on a road in contravention of a prohibition or restriction contained in, or having effect under, any of the enactments mentioned in Schedule 1. (Includes S14 RTRA 1984 orders)

7.2.2 SECTION 61 CRIMINAL JUSTICE AND PUBLIC ORDER ACT 1994
If the senior police officer present at the scene reasonably believes that two or more persons are trespassing on land and are present there with the common purpose of residing there for any period, that reasonable steps have been taken by or on behalf of the occupier to ask them to leave and-

(a) that any of those persons has caused damage to the land or to property on the land or used threatening, abusive or insulting words or behaviour towards the occupier, a member of his family or an employee or agent of his, OR
(b) that those persons have between them six or more vehicles on the land,

he may direct those persons, or any of them, to leave the land and to remove any vehicles or other property they have with them on the land.

7.2.3 SECTION 62A CRIMINAL JUSTICE AND PUBLIC ORDER ACT 1994
This Section is not applicable because there are no ‘Relevant Sites’ within the meaning of
 Section 62A of the Act.

7.2.4 SECTION 137(1) HIGHWAYS ACT 1980
An offence is committed when without lawful authority or excuse a person wilfully obstructs free passage along a highway. NB. This offence also applies to non-motor vehicles.

7.2.5 REGULATION 103 ROAD VEHCLES (CONSTRUCTION AND USE) REGULATIONS , SECTION 42 ROAD TRAFFIC ACT 1988 and SCHEDULE 2 ROAD TRAFIC OFFENDERS ACT 1988

It is an offence to be in charge of a motor vehicle or trailer and to cause or permit it to stand on a road so as to cause unnecessary obstruction.  

8. REVIEW OF STRATEGY
This Strategy will be reviewed annually and amended/revised as necessary to take into account changes to legislation and any omissions or amendments.  Any changes will be subject to approval by the Multi-Agency Strategic Co-ordinating Group.

Capacity: Approx 25 caravans and 25 bow tops.  Toilets and water provided

2012 Dates: Monday 4 June to Thursday 7 June and Monday 11 June to noon Thursday 14 June)
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4.1.3 SANDFORD ROAD END

Capacity: Approx 20 caravans and bow tops.  No facilities
